 Tannehill Ironworks Historical State Park 

 April 28 —May 5, 2024 

THE SOUTHERN APPALACHIAN DULCIMER was developed in the southeast mountains of America and was the 
country’s first native instrument outside of those made by the Native Americans.  Until recent years, the Appalachi-
an dulcimer was found and played only in remote mountain areas.  Hand made of native woods, this long, thin primi-
tive instrument normally has one melody string and two drone strings.  The word “dulcimer” (or dulcymore) means 
“sweet sound” and the Appalachian dulcimer is known for its distinctive, sweet, haunting sound, ideal for accompa-
nying traditional ballads and other folk tunes.
